AGREEMENT
between

and

STATE EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION OF HIGHER PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION 

STATE UNIVERSITY OF WORLD ECONOMY, MANAGEMENT AND LAW

1.
Fieldstone College (FC), represented by John Dole, Principal, and State Educational Institution of Higher Professional Education State University of World Economy, Management and Law (SUWEML), represented by Ivan G. Zotikov, Rector, have drawn up the following agreement.
2.
Subject of the Agreement
English language programmes (minimum two weeks) at FC for students of SUWEML, to take place between January-June.

3.
Organisation
3.1
FC agrees to accept groups of students from SUWEML on English language courses of at least two weeks’ duration. These courses will take place at a frequency and on dates to be agreed by both parties.
3.2
The content of the courses will be planned in liaison with SUWEML at an appropriate level for SUWEML students.

3.3
Unless by any other agreement with FC, groups should be composed of 20-24 students (minimum age 17), to allow FC to divide the students into two levels. Each group of 20 to 24 will be accompanied by one or two group leaders for whom host family accommodation will be provided at no extra charge.

3.4
Other group sizes, course lengths and course dates may be negotiated.

3.5
FC should be notified as early as possible of students with particular needs or with very different levels from the majority of the group. In all such cases, FC will do their utmost to provide a suitable course for these students. Where this is not possible, FC reserves the right not to accept such students.
3.6
FC undertakes to provide single-room accommodation for SUWEML students with FC host families in Brandstairs. Families will provide breakfast and evening meal on weekdays, and all meals at weekends.
3.7
A programme of social activities, sport and excursions will be included as part of the course fees.

3.8
SUWEML will notify FC of the group's arrival details and provide the information required about the students no later than six weeks before the agreed course start date.
3.9
FC will meet the group, (travelling and departing together), on arrival and return them to the airport on departure without extra charge.
4.
Finance
4.1
Course fees (between 31 May – 4 July) for a group of 20-24 students taught in two classes will be 504 pounds sterling per person for two weeks). These fees include tuition, accommodation as specified in 3.6 above, and a programme of social activities and excursions. 
4.2
Course fees will be reviewed annually, but FC undertakes to keep fee increases to the minimum required to keep pace with the costs incurred by FC in providing the courses.

4.3
Payment of course fees is to be made by prepayment into the FC bank account on the basis of invoices not later than one month before the agreed course start date.

4.4
Any additional charges (e.g. IELTS examination fees) will be agreed in advance between FC and SUWEML.

4.5
FC also agrees to offer a special discount of 15% on published tuition fees to any individual student of SUWEML who wishes to enrol on a Fieldstone College course.

5.
Validity of the Agreement

5.1
The period of this agreement shall be for five years from the date of signing of the agreement i.e. from 08 December 2017 to 07 December 2020.
5.2
Amendments or additions may be made to this document with the agreement of both parties.

5.3
The agreement may be cancelled ahead of time by mutual desire or by notice given by one party that cancellation should be effected after six months.
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
